PRE-COURSE

e Print out the materials for easier reading during course exercises.

DURING THE COURSE

* Use a headset with microphone

* Some students find having a second monitor is useful, but this is not essential.

e If you are attending from your office, minimise interruptions by closing your office door and

letting coworkers know you are taking a training class.
